Response 

An application for a Review of a rateable value must meet the criteria set out in Article 9(3) of the Rates 
(Jersey) Law 2005, which provides that an application may only be made on the grounds that there is a 
significant difference between the rateable value of the land in question and the rateable value of other land in 
Jersey having similar attributes to the land in question.
